II. Guest Speakers: Michael Lilliquist, President, City of Bellingham City
Council; Barry Buchanan and Todd Donovan, Council Council members,
District 1

Mr. Lilliquist addressed a few of the city’s issues for 2017 which included the need
to improve communication between the public and the council; level of service
issues; consideration of becoming a “Fourth Amendment City” to address concerns
about sanctuary and security for non-citizens; water resources; and solutions for the
jail.
